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The Three Blessings of Pure Karma

The first blessing is to be filial and support one’s parents, to respe
one’s teachers and elders, to be kindhearted, not to kill, and to cul
ten wholesome deeds.

The second blessing is to receive and uphold the three refuges, to
with all of the precepts, and not to transgress any of thesttles of d

The third blessing is to bring forth the Bodhi mind, to deeply believe in cause
and effect, to read and recite Mahayana Sutras, to encourage other cultivators
to advance, and to make offerings to the Three Jewels (the Buddha, Dharma;
and Sangha).

These three practices are called the right causes of pure acts, as they are
practiced by all the Buddhas of the three times.
